Artwork will be assessed by the following criteria: 

Brief 

• How well does the subject matter reflect the bilingual story 

of whenua on which Te Kete Wānanga o Papanui sits? 

• Has the artist taken into consideration the physical space 

and/or the local neighbourhood in their artistic choices?  

 

Technique and Design 

• Do the techniques used by the artist convey their ideas in a 

clear and engaging way? 

• How thoughtfully has the artist utilised design features 

(colour, shape, composition etc.) to enhance their ideas? 

 

Other Considerations 

• How successfully has the artist explored topic/theme? Does 

the artist put forward ideas/a perspective that provokes 

emotions and discussion with their audience? 

• Does the work stand on its own as a complete and                  

outstanding work?
